To celebrate the end of Year 2 and the amazing achievements of the children we have arranged a 
visit to:

We will have time to explore the different areas in the park and we have arranged a workshop called 
‘Poo at the Zoo’, as well as a safari park tour. The children will need to wear their school uniform 
during the visit, please make sure they are dressed appropriately for the weather as we will be 
outside for most of the day. 
 
Please send your child in with a packed lunch, sent in a named plastic bag, with throwaway 
wrappings/cartons, in order that all rubbish can be thrown away before returning to school.  Children 
entitled to free school meals can order a packed lunch from school.  
 
Coach/es will leave promptly at 9am so could we please ask that all Year 2 children are in school for 
8:30am (via classroom doors) as we will not be able to wait for anyone who is late. We will be 
returning to school later than usual so please collect your child from school at the later time of 
5:30pm. 
 
We are asking parents for a voluntary contribution of £25 towards the trip.  
The deadline for contributions is: Monday 2nd June. We have tried to keep costs of interesting 
visitors to school to a minimum to assist in allowing this trip to go ahead. If insufficient contributions 
are received the trip will be cancelled.   
 
We are asking for payment to be made online via your School Money account. If you 
need a reminder of your login details for this please contact the school office.  
 
Free School Meals, children whose parents receive certain benefit, can use ‘Get Into It’ funding to pay 
for this trip. Please inform the school office if you want to access this funding.  If any parent has any 
problems or queries about the cost, please see your child’s teacher.  The children will not need any 
spending money on the day.  
 
Volunteers are needed to help supervise groups of children on the day. Please let your child’s class 
teacher know if you are available to help.  Any offers of help would be gratefully received, although if 
we have too many, names will be drawn from a hat.
